COMMONWEALTH BOXING COUNCIL BULLETIN

The Annual General Meeting of the CBC took place at the Guomans Charing Cross
Hotel, Charing Cross, Central London on the 27" and 28" October 2010 .
The main points emerging were as follows :-

DENNIE MANCINI TROPHY

This years annual Dennie Mancini Trophy award will go to WBO and former
undefeated Commonwealth Superfeatherweight Champion RICKY BURNS of
Scotland whose ‘against the odds’ win over WBO Champion Roman Martinez made
national news, radio and TV headlines.

The late Dennie Mancini was a key figure in British and international Boxing for four
decades before his death in 2004 playing a significant part in the success of so many
great Champions all over the World and was a member of the Commonwealth Boxing
Council in its various forms since its’ first re-constitution in 1972

SANCTION FEES

With the increasing cost of the magnificent Commonwealth Championship Belt and
the additional administrative burden on the CBC since this became no longer
underwritten by the British Boxing Board of Control the Directors, who receive no
payment for their work and whose expenses in carrying out their obligations are only
partially funded by the CBC, are mindful of their legal responsibility to ensure its’
adequate funding.

However they are also mindful of the considerable costs falling on Promoters and of
the policy of the CBC to endeavour to make it possible for Championships to be
oromoted all over the Commonwealth, regardless of the economic realities pertaining
‘0 Boxing in each individual country. They were therefore reluctant to increase the
surrent sanction fee of £2000 sterling for a vacant Championship and £1250 for a
lefence.Instead a modest increase of £250 will apply for voluntary defences only and
‘he sanction fee for a Final Eliminator will rise from £500 to £750. The new fees will
ipply forthwith except for those Championships and Final Eliminators already
ipproved. The new Fee scale will be as follows :-

VACANT CHAMPIONSHIP £2000 Sterling
MANDATORY CHAMPIONSHIP DEFENCE £1250 Sterling
1ie against a Contender from the list issued twice yearly)

VOLUNTARY CHAMPIONSHIP £1500 Sterling
1ie against a Contender not on the published list)

“INAL ELIMINATOR £750 Sterling

JFFICIAL ELIMINATOR £250 Sterling
